What is a Visual Preference Survey?
The Visual Preference Survey is a tool to give feedback on planning and design alternatives and to be used to formulate the Keystone-Odessa Community Plan Update. This visual preference survey gives citizens the opportunity to rate visual concepts of transportation alternative proposals and roadway design options.

How to take the Survey?
You are not limited to only one proposal, each proposal should be rated on its own merits. We are asking you to indicate your preference among a series of images used to illustrate various transportation proposal alternatives and options for development of roadway design. To do this, you will need to rank each proposal illustration/photo on a scale of -3 to +3, with 0 being neutral. A score of -3 indicates very unfavorable while +3 indicates very favorable. It is acceptable to use the same score for more than one image. Options for development of roadway design images were selected to demonstrate a range of design possibilities for roadway design, some subtle, some more exceptional.

Why your opinion counts?
The value of the survey is in the range of opinions, the shared common ground, and the desires expressed by the public, giving a sense of what they would like to see in the community. The objective is to further define the vision for the future development of Keystone-Odessa through strategies that reflect community support of transportation proposal alternatives that have been developed based on data, analysis and discussion during the public engagement process of this community plan update.

Transportation Alternative Proposals
The number one issue that surfaced during the process to update the Keystone-Odessa Community Plan was the ongoing and increasing pressure of roadway traffic as development in adjacent communities. All roadways are constrained by policy within the community plan boundary to 2 lanes. Five alternatives to address both expressed safety and traffic flow are identified in this survey.  Please consider whether the following alternatives are appropriate and acceptable strategies for inclusion within the Keystone-Odessa community plan area.

· Roadways limited to 2 lanes.
· The Long Range Transportation Plan (LRTP) identifies enhancements along Van Dyke Road and Tarpon Springs Road  on its Cost Affordable Transportation Map. 
· The LRTP identifies the expansion of the Veterans Expressway south of the Suncoast Parkway to 8 lanes.

Proposal 2: Support the enhancement of Gunn Highway.[image: ]

DEFINITIONS
Constrained But Not Deficient Roadway or Facility — Roadways that are not currently operating below the adopted level-of-service standard, and which cannot be widened by adding through lanes due to significant physical, economic, environmental, policy or social constraints.  Alternative transportation modes, transportation system management improvements, or improvements to parallel roadways will be considered instead of expanding these constrained facilities.

Enhancements - “Roads identified as needing “Complete Streets” concepts are identified in this 2035 Plan as Enhanced Road projects… Corridor enhancements can include intersection improvements to help process traffic, such as turn lanes and “smart” traffic signals: stormwater drainage improvements that reduce street flooding; facilities for walking, cycling, and aesthetic treatments.”
